I curated ‘All About Migration’, ‘Art of Australia’, and ‘Migration’ including collaborating with leading academics.  I curated and organised ‘From Ganges to the Ganges’, a three-year international art project researching places sharing a name in India, Bangladesh, France, Canada and the UK, including taking the exhibition to Ganges, France and Ganges, Canada.  I was the founder of Hope Hall Arts, a multi-media art, exhibition, concert and theatre venue, providing work space, peer-review groups, rehearsal space and community focus.  I helped to run EVA studios, an artist-led studio-provider for artists in Exeter.  I was co-organiser for the ‘Biennale des Carnets Voyageurs’, an international festival of travel in France, and was deeply involved in the organisation and curation of an international arts festival in South West Scotland, working with artists such as Terry Frost and Ed Meneeley and international poets, theatre makers, dancers, musicians and artists. 

I am an experienced public speaker and regular guest on ‘Culture and Review’ – a radio show about culture in the South West and have been a guest on the BBC and French radio.

I am a founder member and served on the steering committee of the Exeter Cultural Partnership to promote the arts in Exeter.  I am a Director of Art Week Exeter CIC, a not-for-profit umbrella organisation seeking to promote the visual art ecology of Exeter around a week long festival of visual art in May. 
I have taught art to adults and children for 20 years and lead public-participation workshops including for disadvantaged children and those who do not normally engage with the arts.
